Tim was an accomplished student of World War II.  A professor at Miami University encouraged him to pursue a career as a WWII expert.  Tim developed admiration for many of the personal attributes of Field Marshall Erwin Rommel.  The “Desert Fox” was a patriot, not a Nazi, a great family man, strategist, and brilliant military leader.  Tim’s email address even used the Rommel name.  The committee thought it appropriate to name this event the “Desert Fox Challenge.”
